Pre school Toileting Policy
Pre school education provision supports and develops a child’s education. It is the view of the Scottish government that this is appropriately available post age 3. 

“When a child reaches pre school age it is anticipated that most will be toilet trained and able to cope with an educational setting.”

 ( Argyll and Bute Early years and Childcare Service )
We recognise that some children may not develop as quickly as others and in these cases some assistance may be required. It should be noted however, that whilst 
pre school children will be supported in the bathroom if required it is not practical for them to be accompanied at every visit. 
Staff will work closely with parents to promote children’s confidence and independence through home/nursery partnership strategies and endeavour to implement toilet training routines as used at home to ensure consistency and continuity. Changes in home circumstances can affect a child’s success in toilet training and sometimes cause them to take a backward step eg new baby, new house, bereavement, domestic difficulties etc. It is important therefore that families communicate any changes with staff so we are able to support the child.
If a child is finding toilet training difficult in the pre school years we may speak to our associated health visitor for advice and further support.
