POLICY ON COLLECTION OF CHILDREN BY AN INDIVIDUAL UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF ALCOLHOL AND DRUGS
If an adult comes to the centre to collect a child and in the opinion of the staff they are heavily under the influence of drugs or alcohol, it is the Policy of Cairndow Community Childcare not to allow that individual to remove the child from the Centre. In this instance Staff will telephone the Police and inform them that we consider the individual unfit to collect the child as by doing so they would be “Drunk In Charge Of A Child”.

If a parent arrives at the Centre to collect a child by car and smells strongly of alcohol or appears to be under the influence of drugs it is our duty to contact the child’s emergency contact to arrange alternative transport for the child. If the child is still removed by the intoxicated parent/carer with the intention of driving home we will inform the Police.
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
