Parental Involvement Policy



AIM

· To promote parental partnership and involvement in children’s learning and the life of the Nursery

The word (parent(s) is used throughout this document to mean those people who are the primary carers of children in our Nursery and could include grandparents, foster carers and others)

OBJECTIVES

· To foster an ethos and atmosphere where all parents feel welcome and valued.

· To maintain an ‘open door’ approach so that parents are able to communicate with staff on a regular basis, both formally and informally.


· To provide as much information as possible in timely, specific, targeted and accessible ways so that parents feel confident and knowledgeable in supporting their children’s learning.


· To seek parents’ views and opinions and act upon them.


· To provide support and encouragement for families suffering difficulties/crises, or barriers to involvement.


· To work with parents in promoting positive behaviour at home and at school.
Partnership with parents

Families are encouraged to visit the centre as a group before registering. We offer a flexible settling in period when a child first joins us allowing the child and parent to gradually become used to the routines.

We value the contributions of all parents, whatever form these may take and ensure that they are afforded opportunities to contribute their skills, knowledge and interests should they wish to do so.

Parents are involved both formally and informally in the progress of their child and staff share appropriate records with them 

All parents are welcome to join our committee and be part of the decision making process at the Nursery. We will keep them informed about meetings and training opportunities for staff and endeavour to take into account individual families needs when accessing staff training.
Parents are informed of our range of policies which we have adopted to ensure a quality environment.  They are encouraged to read them from the folder displayed in the cloakroom.

We have adopted ways in which queries, complaints and suggestions are submitted and parents are encouraged to utilise these.
Key workers take time at the beginning and end of each day to discuss with parents personal matters relating to their child.

Parents are able to borrow story sacks from the Centre and take them home to share with their child.

We produce a newsletter every 6 weeks giving up to date information about our activities. Staff also send home regular written communications regarding individual group activities.

We ensure that only adults who have a disclosure check are in sole charge of the children, and ensure that those who have not been checked will never be asked to take a child or group of children to the toilet or into another room.
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
