Emergency Procedure – Closure of Nursery during normal working hours
Interruption of Power

In the event that power to the village hall is interrupted the duty Manager will contact Scottish Power fault line immediately on
0800 300 9990.

They will establish the duration of the interruption of power supply. Should it be anticipated that the power will not return during the following 24 hours a generator will be requested.

The Duty Manager will make a judgement whether to close the Nursery based on health and safety. We cannot operate without adequate lighting, hot running water / fresh water and flushing toilets. The minimum temperature in which children may remain in the building is 18 degrees and for staff 16 degrees.  In the event that the decision is taken to close the Nursery staff will contact parents who will be asked to collect their children promptly. 
Severe weather

Normally a decision as to whether to close the Nursery will be made by 0730 and parents of children due to attend that day will be informed by telephone. We will endeavour to keep our facebook page (Cairndow Childcare) and website www.cairndowchildcare.co.uk updated with further information.

When the centre is open the decision as to whether a child should attend the Nursery in adverse weather conditions lies with the parent or guardian,

Whilst we will do our best to keep the centre running as normal, in the event of adverse weather conditions developing during the day it may be necessary to close early to enable staff and children to get home safely. If the weather conditions persist we may take the decision to offer reduced opening hours and again families will be kept informed via telephone, email , website and facebook.
Please be mindful of the weather conditions as they develop and ensure that if you will be travelling any distance whilst your child is in our care you have effective alternative arrangements in place for their prompt collection.

Staff have journey times of up to one hour so your cooperation would be greatly appreciated to enable everyone to get home safely.
